Installation instructions for new or used.
Used homes shall comply with F.A.C.
in absence of manufacturer’s instructions.

If the pavement/building footprint previously exceeded 60% and the new home does not increase
impervious area (i.e., similar size home), the 40% does not apply.

Bottom line, if 35% was provided before the storm, 35% is acceptable. Again, you will need a survey
showing paving and prior home to verify this is the case.
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
